TERMS AND CONDITIONS 2011

To be signed by the owner or representative of the above mare .

Mare Passports/Identificaton: It is a legal requirement that mares are accompanied to stud with  their passport.

Swabs and Blood Tests: It is advisable that mares have  a veterinary certificate stating that they have been  blood tested for EVA and  swabbed for CEM prior to arrival.

 Mares to be kept at grass livery: must have their hind shoes removed.

Grass livery: (including additional haylage where necessary) will be charged at a daily rate of £5.00 per day.Mare and foal at grass £6.50 per day.

Stabled livery: will be charged at a daily rate of £10.50 per day. Mare and foal £12.50 including hard feeds and adlib haylage.

Foaling Fee: £200+VAT

Scanning and A.I. fees - fresh and  chilled semen: £150+VAT 

Frozen semen: £200+VAT(Should a mare repeatedly return this charge may be increased)

Fees due on arrival: £150 advance payment to be paid on booking in mare. 

Remainder of fees: to be paid in full on collection of mare.
Semen Collection Collecting and preparing fresh/chilled semen from any outside visiting stallion will be charged at £45+VAT

Posting chilled semen by special delivery: Royal Mail guaranteed 9am delivery £24

Costs of hiring and transport of frozen semen in equitainer etc.: extra. 

All additional Farrier and Veterinary expenses will be charged separately.

Balcormo Stallion Stud Fees: A non- refundable booking fee of £100 must be paid in advance for mares using any Balcormo Stallion with the remainder of the stud fee being paid by Oct, 1st 2011 only if scanned in foal. All scanning and insemination costs are included in the stud fee for Balcormo Stallions.

Non Balcormo owned Stallions Stud Fees: by private treaty with the stallion owner.

Worming: Mares and Foals will be wormed every four to six weeks and the owner will be charged accordingly.
